Yuba City Migrant Was a Blessing to All Involved 
 

We should not be surprised that God continues to bless the 
efforts of those who love and serve Him. This truth was il-
lustrated to us again, this year, in the Yuba City Migrant 
Center Ministry. Let me briefly share with you the statistical 
numbers from this year: 
 

· VBS: Total enrollment was 214, 
          (145children and 69 workers) 

· VBS: average attendance per day was 87 children and     
      66 workers 
· Soccer Clinic: averaged 75 daily 
· Food Distributions: 84sacks of flour, rice, corn meal,   
      sugar, tortillas and 168 bags of beans 
· Clothing distribution:  82 children received a pair of    
      shoes, 2shirts or blouses and one pair of pants. 

         We also gave away 77 backpacks 
· Bibles and New Testaments: 14 Bibles and 40 New 

Testaments were given out 
· Total workers involved in the Migrant Ministry : 104 
·  Profession of Faith in Christ: 37(estimate - this does 

not include the decisions made at the soccer clinic) 
· Number of people preached to at the Evangelism 

Rally: 350 
· Number of people feed dinner on Friday Night: 510
